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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

This report presents the results of the well inventory required pursuant to Mitigation
Order on Consent No. P-121-07 (MO) between Phelps Dodge Copper Queen Branch, now doing
business as Freeport-McMoRan Copper Queen Branch (CQB), and Arizona Department of
Environmental Quality (ADEQ). The objective of the well inventory was to identify and sample
drinking water supply wells within a one mile radius downgradient and crossgradient of the outer
edge of the sulfate plume from the Concentrator Tailing Storage Area (CTSA). The well
inventory also evaluated the presence of drinking water wells within the footprint of the plume.

Forty-three active drinking water supply wells were identified out of the 204 wells in the
well inventory area. The drinking water supply wells were identified based on the following
information:

A compilation and review of data for wells registered with Arizona Department of
Water Resources (ADWR) Program 35 and 55 Databases,

A cross check of the registered wells with information from ADEQ public water
systems database,

Interviews with local residents regarding potential drinking water wells,

Contact with Arizona Water Company (AWC), Naco Water Company (NWC), and
Cochise County Health Department (CCHD),

Use of INTELIUS records search engine to locate registered well owners,

Contact with residents receiving bottled water from data provided by CQB,

Contact with the ADEQ public water system field inspector for the Bisbee-Naco area,
Contact with local real estate agents regarding properties and current owners,
Compilation and review of imaged records for potential drinking water supply wells,
Field verification of potential drinking water supply wells, and

Contacts with the owners/operators of potential drinking water supply wells.

Water quality samples were collected from 38 wells used for drinking water supply.
Water quality data for one well was provided AWC. Weélls belonging to NWC were not
available for sampling. NWC has agreed to provide water quality data but was unable to do so
by the time of report preparation. CQB will evaluate data for the NWC wells when it becomes
available. Of the 39 wells with water quality data, 13 had sulfate concentrations greater than the
250 milligram per liter (mg/L) limit set by the MO.

Residents using ten of the thirteen wells were already receiving bottled water. As an
interim action for the three that were not already receiving bottled water, CQB has offered to
proviclje bottled water to residents using private wells where sulfate concentrations exceed 250
mg/L".

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1. INTRODUCTION

In November 2007, Arizona Department of Environmental Quality (ADEQ) and Phelps
Dodge Copper Queen Branch, now doing business as Freeport-McMoRan Copper Queen Branch
(CQB) entered into Mitigation Order on Consent No. P-121-07 (MO) requiring CQB to
characterize the extent of a plume of sulfate-bearing groundwater downgradient of the
Concentrator Tailing Storage Area (CTSA) and to develop a Mitigation Plan for any impacted
drinking water supplies attributable to the CTSA (ADEQ, 2007a). Section I11.A.4 of the MO
required “ A plan to inventory all existing private wells used as a drinking water source and
public water system wells located within a one (1) mile radius of the sulfate plume's down and

cross-gradient outer edge.”

A Work Plan was submitted to ADEQ on December 17, 2007 pursuant to the MO. CQB
initiated the well inventory in February 2008 prior to Work Plan approval while ADEQ was
commenting on the Work Plan and CQB was responding to their comments. Revision 1 of the
Work Plan was submitted to ADEQ on July 3, 2008 (Hydro Geo Chem, Inc. [HGC] 2008). The
Work Plan describes an Aquifer Characterization Plan to address the MO requirements to
characterize the sulfate plume and to collect data needed for a feasibility study of mitigation
actions. The well inventory reported hereis Task 1 of the Aquifer Characterization Plan and was

conducted according to the specifications of the Work Plan.
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Specific well inventory tasks identified by the Work Plan include:

Identify drinking water supply wells within one mile downgradient and crossgradient
of the outer edge of the plume using the Arizona Department of Water Resources
(ADWR) Well Registry Database (WRD).

Categorize wells based on water use to identify potential drinking water wells.

Cross-check potential drinking water wells identified from the WRD against ADEQ
public water system data to identify any additional drinking water supply wells.

Check with local water providers and Cochise County to identify any drinking water
supply wellsin the area of interest.

Field check and obtain global positioning system (GPS) coordinates for drinking
water supply wells.

Collect a water quality sample from or obtain recent water quality data for drinking
water supply wells, and, if possible, determine the depth to groundwater.

The “outer edge” of the sulfate plume has been delimited using the 250 milligrams per
liter (mg/L) sulfate contour (Figure 1), which is based on available water quality data
summarized by HGC (2008). As stated in the Work Plan, the area of the well inventory may be
revised if the results of the sulfate plume characterization indicate a significantly different shape

for the plume.

The remainder of this report is organized as follows:

Section 2 reviews the well inventory methodology.

Section 3 describes the results of the well inventory and provides a list of drinking
water supply wells.

Section 4 presents the results of water quality sampling from drinking water supply
wells.

Section 5 isasummary of the major findings of the well inventory and sampling.
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2. WELL INVENTORY METHODOLOGY

The well inventory consisted of three steps:

Identification of all wells located within one mile downgradient and crossgradient of
the outer edge of the sulfate plume and in the footprint of the plume.

A primary well screening to identify potential drinking water supply wells on the
basis of the well and water use information in the WRD, and a cross-check of ADEQ
public water systems.

Verification of potential drinking water wells by a review of well records, field
inspection of wells and owner/operator contacts, including collection of water quality
samples or data.

2.1 ldentification of Potential Drinking Water Supply Wells

2.1.1 Sourceof Data

The well inventory was conducted with the ADWR WRD compiled in October 2007
(ADWR, 2007), which was provided in both Microsoft Access database and Geographic
Information System (GIS) formats. The GIS format alows the use of spatial queries to identify
and extract well information from the database on the basis of well location. Spatial queries

were constructed within Arc View software using the geo-referenced shape files.

2.1.2 Wadl Inventory Area

The well inventory area (WIA) consists of the area one mile downgradient and

crossgradient of the outer edge of the sulfate plume as defined by the MO and the area within the
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footprint of the sulfate plume. The outer edge of the plume is defined in the Work Plan as the
250 mg/L sulfate contour line. Figure 1 shows the 250 mg/L sulfate contour and the

downgradient and crossgradient directions based on groundwater elevation contours.

Using ArcView software, a buffer of one milein all directions was created based on the
250 mg/L sulfate contour line. The area within the 250 mg/L sulfate plume was clipped from the
buffer, creating the downgradient and crossgradient search area polygon (Figure 1). As shown
on Figure 1, this description of the plume footprint search area encompasses a larger area than
the sulfate plume identified by HGC (2008). The search area polygon was then used for the

gpatial query to identify wells within the WIA.

2.1.3 Woaell Search Process and Safety Factors

WEells within the WIA were identified using safety factors to account for uncertainty in
location due to cadastral coordinates. Well locations in the ADWR WRD are described by
cadastral coordinates based on township, range, and section. Each 640-acre section is divided
into 160-acre quarters (NE, NW, SE, and SW). Location is further specified by a 40-acre quarter
of the quarter section, and a 10-acre quarter of the 40-acre quarter, quarter section. For example:
Section 25, NE, SW, NW describes a location in the NW 10-acre quarter of the SW 40-acre

guarter of the NE 160-acre quarter of Section 25.

The cadastral coordinates impart an uncertainty because they are not exact with respect to

well location. Most well records in the ADWR WRD include information on the quarter,
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guarter, and quarter section; although some well records may only contain spatial information
accurate to the section; quarter section; or quarter, quarter section. The WRD assigns the well
location to the midpoint of the cadastral area, athough the well can be anywhere in the described
area. Thus, awell within the WIA might not be identified if the midpoint of the quarter, quarter,
and quarter section lies outside the WIA boundary. Conversely, a well outside the WIA
boundary could be identified as being in the WIA if the midpoint of its cadastral coordinate is

within the WIA boundary.

To account for the uncertainty in well location due to cadastral coordinates and to ensure
the well inventory is comprehensive and identifies wells potentially within the WIA, a series of
safety factors were added to the search area to identify wells that might be in the WIA even
though the midpoint of their cadastral coordinates are outside the WIA. An additiona distance
of 3,735 feet was added to the search radius of the WIA’s downgradient and crossgradient
boundary. The safety factor of 3,735 feet represents the distance from a corner of a 640-acre
section to its midpoint and is meant to account for wells known only to the section. Again, a
buffer was created to extract wells within the given number of feet outside of the original mile
search area polygon. The data set was reviewed for any wells identified only by the section

number with no quarter section information.

Next, all wells within 1,870 feet of the WIA’s downgradient and crossgradient boundary

were identified. The safety factor of 1,870 feet is the distance from a corner of a 160-acre

guarter section to its midpoint. Another buffer and spatial query were created and the resulting
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data set was reviewed for any wells identified only by the section number and the 160-acre

quarter.

This process was repeated using safety factors of 935 feet and 470 feet to account for the
distance from the corner of a 40-acre quarter, quarter section to its midpoint and from the corner
of a 10-acre quarter, quarter, and quarter section to its midpoint, respectively. From the set of
wells identified on this basis, wells were removed only if they could be verified as being outside
the search area based on more detailed cadastral coordinates. The final set of wells remaining

after this process constitutes the inventory of wells potentially within the WIA.

2.2 Primary Well Screening

Well compilations typically identify many different types of wells, including wells that
are not potential drinking water supplies; such as wells used for cathodic protection, geotechnical
investigations, or mineral exploration. The objective of the primary well screening was to
identify potential drinking water supply wells for further evaluation and to eliminate from

additional consideration those wells without a drinking water use.

2.2.1 Screening Based on Well Type, Well Use, and Water Use

Information in the WRD on al wells identified in the WIA was compiled into a

spreadsheet and sorted according to well type, well uses, and water uses. This information was

used to screen the population of wells in the WIA to identify potential drinking water supply

wells and to eliminate wells without drinking water use.

For the primary well screening, wells listed with a water production well use and a
domestic, domestic-irrigation, domestic-stock, municipal, utility, and stock water use were
identified for further evaluation as potential drinking water wells. Water production wells listed
with an industrial water use were evaluated on a well-by-well basis to identify wells used for
other non-drinking water uses. Wells with no well or water use listed were also included for

further evaluation.

The primary well screening excluded from further evaluation as potential drinking water

wellsthose wells listed as:

Abandoned, cancelled (abandoned or not drilled), or capped wells.

WEells associated with exploration, geotechnical, groundwater monitoring and
observation.

2.2.2 ADEQ Public Water System Review

Wellsidentified in the WIA were also cross-checked against ADEQ Public Water System
(PWS) data to identify potential drinking water supply wells in the WIA. Potential drinking
water supply wells identified by the ADEQ data were cross-checked against the well inventory
list to ensure inclusion of potential drinking water supply wells. After completing the cross-
check, no additional wells were added to the well inventory list. The cross-check methods are

described below.
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ADEQ provided a database of all registered public water systems in the State of Arizona
(ADEQ, 2007b). These include water systems that provide drinking water to a minimum of
25 users or 15 service connections. The data included the water system 1D, county, water system
name, water system type, population served, number of connections, water source, initial
monitoring year, and the name of the principle city served. The following summarizes ADEQ

public water system data eval uation procedures:

1. Water systems potentially in the WIA were identified using county and principle city
served information. After sorting the data by county, water systems serving the cities
of Bisbee and Naco were identified.

2. Contact with Bisbee-Naco area PWS field inspector to verify any water systems not
identified in database (ADEQ, 2007c).

3. The water system names identified in step 1 were searched for in the WRD (ADWR,
2007) in three ways including: a) in the last name field, b) in the company field, and
c) using a keyword search.

4. Matching records from the WRD were saved in a separate spreadsheet.

5. All wells compiled in the spreadsheet described in step 3 were plotted in Arc View as
alayer on top of alayer representing wells identified in the WIA search.

6. Overlapping wells were assumed to have been included in the well inventory. All
wellsidentified in this query had been previously identified by the WIA search.

2.2.3 Other Well Screening Methods

Additional sources of well information included: a cross check of the registered wells
with information from ADEQ PWS database, interviews with local residents regarding potential
drinking water wells, contact with Arizona Water Company (AWC), Naco Water Company
(NWC), and Cochise County Heath Department (CCHD), use of INTELIUS records search

engine to locate registered well owners, contact with residents receiving bottled water from data
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provided by CQB, contact with ADEQ public water system field inspector in Bisbee-Naco area,

and contact with local real estate agents regarding properties and current owners.

2.2.4 Verification of Potential Drinking Water Supply Wells

Wells identified by the primary screening as potential drinking water supply wells were
verified by (1) review of the ADWR imaged records for the well to further research its water use,
(2) field checks of wells to determine their location and operational status, and (3) contacts with

well owner/operators to determine well operational status and water use.

Records for each of the wells identified as potential drinking water supply wells were
downloaded from ADWR’s online Imaged Records Database and cross-checked with
information obtained from ADWR (2007). Information such as ownership, water use, additional
well identifiers, and well status were compiled and reviewed for information pertinent to

operational status and well use.

A field check on wellsidentified as potential drinking water supply wells were conducted
to verify the well location using a hand-held GPS unit, evaluate the operational status of the well,
and gather supplemental well ownership information. Subsequent to the field check, well
owners/operators were contacted on a case by case basis to verify water use and other well
information. The results of the verification of potential drinking water supply wells are reported

in Section 3.3.
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2.3 Water Quality Sampling

CQOB requested permission to sample wells that were verified as drinking water supply
wells. Where permission was granted, HGC collected water quality samples and, if possible,
depth to water measurements. In some cases, water quality samples were collected and analyzed

by the owner/operator and the information was provided to HGC.

Groundwater sampling and analysis methods used by HGC are described in the Quality
Assurance Project Plan contained in Appendix F of the Work Plan (HGC, 2008). Prior to
sampling, wells were purged to the degree permitted by site specific circumstances. If it was not
practical to purge three casing volumes from the well because of inconvenience to the
owner/operator, wells were purged of less than three casing volumes. The purge condition under
which the sample was collected was noted in the field logbook or on the groundwater sampling
form. Wells sampled by AWC were wells in continuous operation which were sampled without
purging. Data provided by AWC were gathered using the AWC'’s standard sampling and
analysis protocols. Section 4 contains the results of water quality sampling for the well

inventory task.
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3. WELL INVENTORY RESULTS

3.1 Identification of Wellsin the Well Inventory Area

A total of 204 wells were identified in the WIA. These wells include water production
wells, monitor and piezometer wells, test wells, exploration and geotechnical boreholes, and
cancelled, capped or abandoned wells. Appendix A lists the ADWR WRD records for the wells

identified in the WIA. These wells were reviewed for the primary well screening.

3.2 Resultsof Primary Well Screening

The primary screening identified potential drinking water supply wells on the basis of
well type, well use, water use, and cancelled status information in the ADWR WRD, and a cross
check with ADEQ water system database. ADEQ public water systems included in the cross-

check of WIA wellsarelisted in Table 1.

Table 2 summarizes the results of the primary well screening. Of the 204 wells identified
in the WIA, 123 were considered potential drinking water supply wells based on the primary
well screening and cross check of ADWR and ADEQ databases. The remaining 81 wells were
considered non-drinking water supply wells and eliminated from further consideration. The

wells eliminated from the well inventory are described below and listed in Appendix A.

Fifty (50) wellsidentified as abandoned, cancelled, or capped.
Four (4) wells associated with geotechnical or exploration.
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Twenty-seven (27) wells associated with groundwater monitoring or observation use.

3.3 Resultsof Verification of Potential Drinking Water Wells

Of the 123 potentia drinking water supply wells identified in the WIA consisted of: 114
wells listed with a water use of domestic, domestic-industrial, domestic-irrigation, domestic-
municipal-industrial, domestic-stock, domestic-stock-irrigation, utility or stock; 1 well listed
with no well use or water use; 2 wells listed as monitor wells that were verified by field
interviews to be drinking water supply wells and; 6 wells identified during field interviews, from
bottled water delivery information provided by CQB and a search of the ADWR Program 35
database (Appendix A). Figure 2 shows wells evaluated as potentia drinking water supply

wells.

Verification of the potential drinking water supply wells was needed to:

1. Determine operational status of wells belonging to local public water systems. AWC
and NWC.

2. Verify water uses for wells with industrial, irrigation, stock, utility and unlisted water
uses.

3. Evaluate the existence, operational status, and water use of wells at private
residences.

Verification was conducted by a compilation and review of ADWR imaged records, a
field check of the well, and contacts with well owner/operators. The result of the verification

was alist of confirmed drinking water supply wells for water quality sampling.
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Information contained in the ADWR imaged records database was compiled for each
potential drinking water supply well. The imaged records are provided in portable document
format on the compact disk included as Appendix B. Information from the imaged records was

useful for understanding the chain of ownership for some wells and historical uses of well water.

The field check was able to determine the location and operational status of some but not
al potential drinking water wells. Wells were inspected in the field unless the property had
restricted access or the well could not be found using its cadastral coordinates. Well
owners/operators were contacted by phone and visited in the field as necessary to obtain

additional information on wells.

As required by the Work Plan, water providers in the WIA and CCHD were contacted to
discuss whether they had knowledge of any private wells used as water supplies in the portions
of their service areas covered by the WIA. AWC (AWC, 2008), NWC (NWC, 2008), and
CCHD (CCHD, 2008) were not aware of any private wells used for water supply in the WIA

other than the ones evaluated by this study.

Table 3 summarizes the results of the verification of potential drinking water supply
wells and indicates the status of each well as a drinking water supply. Of the 123 wells
identified as potential drinking water supply wells, 43 wells were verified as having a current
drinking water supply use. Five of the current drinking water supply wells are operated by

public water companies, either AWC (1 well in the WIA) or NWC (4 wells), and the remaining
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wells are private domestic wells. AWC does have three additional wells outside the WIA and

data for those wells indicate sulfate concentrations range between 13 and 41 mg/L.

Table 4 identifies the verified drinking water supply wells in the WIA including their
GPS coordinates and sulfate concentration in mg/L. Figure 3 shows the locations of verified
drinking water supply wells. The results of groundwater sampling from drinking water supply

wells are presented in Section 4.
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4. WATER QUALITY SAMPLING RESULTS

The owners of wells verified as drinking water wells were contacted by CQB with an
offer to collect and analyze a groundwater sample free of charge. In the case of AWC, CQB
compiled water quality information provided by AWC. Table 4 presents the list of
owners/operators identified as having active drinking water supply wells with a corresponding

sulfate concentration detected in well water.

Analytical laboratory reports for samples collected by HGC are provided in portable
document format on the compact disc in Appendix C. Copies of groundwater sampling forms
for samples collected by HGC are in Appendix D. A copy of the analytical data for the water
sample collected by AWC isincluded in Appendix E. NWC has agreed to provide water quality

data but was unable to do so by the time of report preparation.

Of the 39 wells sampled, 13 had sulfate concentration greater than the 250 milligram per

liter (mg/L) limit set by the Mitigation Order. Sulfate concentrations in verified drinking water

supply wells are presented in Figure 4.
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5. DISCUSSION

Potential drinking water supply wells were identified in the WIA defined as the area one
mile downgradient and crossgradient of the sulfate plume from the CTSA and in the footprint of
the plume. Forty-three active drinking water supply wells were identified out of the 204 wellsin

the WIA. The drinking water supply wells were identified based on the following information:

A review of datafor wells registered with ADWR Program 35 and 55 databases,
A cross check of the registered wells with ADEQ'’ s public water systems database,
A review of datafrom imaged records for potential drinking water supply wells,
Use of INTELIUS records search engine to locate registered well owners,

Contact with the ADEQ public water system inspector for the Bisbee-Naco area,
Contact with local real estate agentsto identify properties or current residents,
Contact with residents receiving bottled water provided by CQB,

Interviews with local residents regarding potential drinking water supply wells,
Field checks of potential drinking water supply wells, and

Contacts with the owners/operators of potential drinking water supply wells.

Water quality samples were collected from 38 private wells used for drinking water.
Water quality data for one public supply well was provided by AWC. Of the 39 wells sampled,

13 wells had sulfate concentrations greater than the 250 mg/L limit set by the MO.

Residents using ten of the thirteen wells with sulfate concentrations greater than 250
mg/L were already receiving bottled water. As an interim action for the three wells used by
residents who were not aready receiving bottled water, CQB has offered to provide bottled
water to residents using private wells where sulfate concentrations exceed 250 mg/L. A copy of

the Interim Action Report (CQB, 2008) submitted to ADEQ isincluded as Attachment F. Based

on the sampling results (Table 4), monthly groundwater sampling is being conducted for four
months at wells with a sulfate concentration between 135 and 250 mg/L as specified in the Work
Plan. A monitoring plan will be developed for these wells based on any apparent trend in sulfate
concentrations. Water quality data to be provided by NWC will be evaluated when it becomes

available.

The results of the well inventory sampling will be evaluated to determine if there is any
significant change in the shape of the sulfate plume and well inventory area. If the WIA changes
and additional wells are identified, the results of any subsequent work will be submitted in a

separate report.
